By establishing a dynamic learning emrinent that
exposes the cadets to a variety of fithness andeational sports
opportunities, this course will inspire the cadetsfurther pursue
fitness and recreational sports training at theaBmpn and on the
Fithess & Sports Instructor course, starting in120he cadets will
be provided with the basic theoretical, technieal] practical skills
required to assist in the delivery of the Squadfitness and
recreational sports training program.

5. Basic Aviation Course (BAC)

and by providing ample opportunity for practicalplgation. By

establishing a dynamic learning environment, thiairse will

inspire the cadets to further pursue aviation tngiropportunities
at the Sqgn and on future aviation related CSTQitrgicourses.

6. Basic Aviation Technology and Aerospace CoursBATAC)

manufacturing and maintenance, and inspire thempucsue
specialist training in some or all of the subjeas. This aim will
be accomplished through the development of knovdexiwd skills,
and by providing ample opportunity for practicalphgation. By
establishing a dynamic learning environment andosixyy the
cadet to a variety of hands-on practical activjtieés course will
inspire a cadet to further pursue opportunitiethanaerospace and
aviation field at the Squadron and on future aeaospand aviation
related CSTC program courses.

Prerequisites Must be medically and physically fit, and have
completed Level Two training by 30 Jun 10.

Training Centres Trenton, ON and Bagotville, QC
7. Military Band - Basic Musician Course (MB-BMC)

The aim of these course is to develop the musifigieacy of
cadets and prepare them to support their Sgn bandsrelated
music activities. As well, they will experience seraspects of Air
Cadet training to help them in their future cousséections of the
Air CSTC program.

Prerequisites: Must be medically and physically fit, and have
completed Level Two training by 30 Jun 10.

8. Pipes Band — Basic Musician Course (PB-BMC)

This three-week course is identical to the MB-BM&cept that the
music training is designed for members of a Squadhpe and
drum band.

Prerequisites: Must be medically and physically fit, and have
completed Level Two training by 30 Jun 10.

9. Introduction to Rifle Coaching Course (ITRCC)

10. Introduction to Aerospace Course (ITASC)

11. Music Course, Levels 1-3 (ML123C)

skills to the standard of the next music proficiemevel. During
this six-week course, instruction is also given imstrument
maintenance & repair and other music-related skilkile the
more senior levels also learn some Instructionathfi@ues
relating to music.

Prerequisites Must be medically and physically fit, have ask&d
the previous music proficiency level and have catgal Level One
training by 30 Jun 10.

Training Centres Blackdown and Trenton (Levels 2 & 3 only)

12. Pipes and Drums Course, Levels 1-3 (PDL123C)

This six-week course is identical to the ML123Ccept that the
music training is designed for members of a Squadhpe and
drum band.

Prerequisites: Must be medically and physically fit, have achieved
the previous music proficiency level and have catgul Level One
training by 30 Jun 10.

Training Centre Blackdown (Borden, ON)

Advanced Specialty Courses (includes Scholarships)

13.  Music Course, Levels 4-5 (ML45C)

The aim of all Music Level Courses is to raise eeatiet’'s musical
skills to the standard of the next music proficietevel. During
this six-week course, instruction is also given imstrument
maintenance & repair and other music-related skilkile the
more senior levels also learn some Instructionathmgues
relating to music

Prerequisites Must be medically and physically fit, have
completed Level Three training by 30 Jun 10 andjtegified as a
cadet musician, level 3 or level 4.

Training Centre Trenton (Level 4 only) and Blackdown

14.  Pipes and Drums, Levels 4-5 (PDL45C)

This six-week course is identical to the ML45C, Isuintended for
advanced members of a Squadron pipe and drum band.

Prerequisites Must be medically and physically fit, have
completed Level Three training by 30 Jun 10 andjtegified as a

piper/drummer, level 3 or level 4.
Training Centre Blackdown (Borden, ON)
15.  Survival Instructor Course (SIC)

The aim of this six-week course is to develop staivskills and

instructional and leadership abilities in survitralining that can be
applied by the cadets at the Sgn. This coursebwild upon what
has been experienced at the Squadron and previsl€ @rogram
courses. The aim will be accomplished by providiygamic and
challenging training that offers ample opportunfty practical

application. The cadets will learn advanced théwaktand

technical skills required to assist in the delivefysurvival training

at the Sqgn. This course will ensure the cadets aalequately
prepared to face challenges at the Squadron astdfdsadets.

Prerequisites Must be medically fit, have a high level of peral
fitness, and have completed Level Three training®yun 10.

Training Centre Blackdown (Borden, ON)
16.  Advanced Aviation Technology Courses

These six-week national courses are designed tbefudevelop
instructional ability in technical skills as wellsaintroduce
background knowledge required in the aircraft maiahce and
airport operations fields. There are two disticmiirses:

a. Airport Operations (AATC-AO)

The aim of the AATC-AO is to introduce cadets to
programming specific to airport operations. The aiithbe
accomplished through practical, hands-on learniogutes
that will reinforce theoretical notions. By estabing a
dynamic learning environment and exposing the caftea
variety of airport operations, they will be insgir® further
pursue learning in this program area.

b.  Aircraft Maintenance (AATC-AM)

The aim of the AATC-AM is to introduce cadets toceaft
construction and maintenance. The aim will be agisimed
through practical, hands-on learning modules that w
reinforce theoretical notions. By establishing anatyic
learning environment and exposing the cadets tariety of
aircraft construction and maintenance functionsy thill be
inspired to further pursue learning in this progranea.

Prerequisites Must be medically and physically fit, and have
completed Level Three training by 30 Jun 10.

Training Centre Canadore College (North Bay, ON)
17.  Athletic Instructor Course (AIC)

The aim of this six-week course is to develop aithlskills and
also instructional and leadership abilities in pbgseducation that
can be applied by the cadets at the Sgn. This eauitisbuild upon
what has been experienced at the Squadron andgdprevious
CSTC program courses. The aim of the course will be
accomplished by providing dynamic and challengiraining that
includes ample opportunity for practical applicatiorhe cadets
will learn theoretical and technical skills reqairéo deliver the
Squadron physical education and recreational trgiprogram as
specialist instructors. This course will ensuret tthee cadets are
adequately prepared to face challenges at the Snquadd as Staff
Cadets at the CSTCs.

Prerequisites Must be medically fit, have completed Level Tére
training by 30 Jun 10 and have achieved the mininfilness
standard detailed at Appendix 2 to Annex C of CABQ-01

18.  Glider Pilot Scholarship (GPS)

This six-week course is an intensive programmerofigd school
and in-flight glider pilot training. Cadets who csessfully
complete their flight test and Transport Canada) (WEtten exam
will qualify for a Glider Pilot Licence and be awiad Air Cadet
Glider Pilot Wings.

Prerequisites Must not hold any TC pilot licence. Must turfi 1
by 1 Sep 10, be physically fit, be certified medicét (Cat 3) by a
Canadian Civil Aviation Medical Examiner, have cdeted Level
Three training by 30 Jun 10 and grade 9 by the icgtmn
deadline, and must obtain a minimum passing scos®% on the
qualifying exam. Certain height and weight resioits are made
necessary by the gliders useHteight minimum 4'6"/137.16 cm,
maximum 6'3"/190.5 cm; Weight minimum 90 Ibs/40.82 kg
maximum 200 Ibs/90.72 kg

Training Centres CRGS, RGS(E) & RGS(A)
19.  Senior Leaders Course (SLC)

The aim of this six-week course is to provide cadath teamwork
and leadership training, building upon what hastteeight during
Squadron training. The aim will be accomplished te
development of confidence and skills, and by priogjdample
opportunity for practical application. By establislh a dynamic
learning environment that exposes the cadets toargety of
teamwork and leadership opportunities, this courfieprepare the
cadets to assume leadership positions at the Sgjuadd CSTCs.

Prerequisites Must be not less than 15 years of age by course
start, be medically and physically fit, have contgdelLevel Four
training by 30 Jun 10, and preferably have suca#gsfompleted a
previous summer training course.

Training Centre Cold Lake, AB
20.  Power Pilot Scholarship (PPS)

This seven-week course is an intensive programmerotind
school and in-flight pilot training. Cadets who ceassfully
complete their flight test and Transport Canada) (W@tten exam
will qualify for a Private Pilot Licence and be awad Air Cadet
Pilot Wings.

Prerequisites Must be 17 by 1 Sep 10, be physically fit, be
certified medically fit (Cat 3) by a Canadian Civllviation
Medical Examiner, have completed Level Four trajnfny 30 Jun
10 and grade 10 by the application deadline, andtmbtain a
minimum passing score of 50% on the qualifying exam

Training Centre Various Flight Training Units across Ontario
Exchanges and Other Summer Activities
21.  Oshkosh Trip (OT)

The Oshkosh Trip provides an opportunity for cadetgarticipate
in various aspects of aviation. It is also an opputy to visit
another country as part of their education in maé&onal affairs.
The destination is Oshkosh, Wisconsin in the Uni¢ates, home
to one of the most important air shows in the woNGrious
activities linked to the world of aviation are alsoheduled. In
addition to the air show, cadets will visit aviationuseums and
take part in some flights as a passenger.

Prerequisites Must be medically and physically fit, have
completed Level Three training by 30 Jun 10, anddraissible as
a visitor to the USA.

22. International Air Cadet Exchange (IACE)

The purpose of the IACE is three-fold; to promaierfdship and
goodwill among Air cadets of the participating cties, to
encourage participants to develop an interestteriational affairs
and to reward those Air cadets who have renderddtanding
services to their Sqns over a period of years. IRGE is intended
only for outstanding senior cadets who will repres@anada with
distinction. Exchange cadets visit air bases, regnof industry,
world landmarks, universities, cultural centres amaseums, plus
they experience private hospitality with families their own
homes. Host countries include: Australia, BelgiuRtance,
Germany, Ghana, Hong Kong, Israel, Japan, Nettds|laNew
Zealand, Turkey, United Kingdom and United State&roerica.

Prerequisites Must be min 17 by 1 Aug 10, be medically and
physically fit, have completed one year of Levele-training by
30 Jun 10, and be admissible as a visitor to tkérdgion country.

23.  Staff Cadet Opportunities

Staff cadets are the NCOs of the Summer Trainingr€s. A staff
cadet can assist the officer staff with the ingtaicand supervision
of cadets, or might be tasked in an administrativelogistical

support role. Rank and pay for staff cadets depapoh the

position; this is usually determined during a poexse training and
evaluation period. A staff cadet applicant mustabdeast 16 on
1Jan 10.

1. All cadets applying for air cadet summer trainingsinbe
medically fit and submit a completed form CF-5Application
and Approval — Cadet Activiti€s.These forms are printed using
the FORTRESS application and are available to eaflem their
Squadron staff. Additionally, senior cadets appdyifor an
Advanced Specialty Course must complete a form 226 (7-
09) “Air Cadet Summer Training — National CoursesCadets
applying for any of the music courses must submitompleted
form DND 757 ‘Music Training Application"along with their CF-
51. Note that, due to the remote location of s@adet Summer
Training Centres (CSTCs), cadets with severe adlsrgr other
medical conditions that may require rapid medid¢gdraion may be
precluded from attending certain courses.

2. Applicants must have parent/guardian consentaunst be
recommended by their Commanding Officer (CO). Taeet must
have successfully completed the required trainexgl| and also
meet any other prerequisite(s) specific to the se(s) for which
the application is made. A cadet’'s 19th birthdaystroccur after
the return travel date. In all cases, the cadetstnmhave
demonstrated an interest in, and aptitude for,hé&rrtair cadet
training. A cadet enrolled after 31 Jan 10 carbeotredited with
completing a training level by 30 Jun 10. Cadel® weport for
summer training and are found not to meet courseequisites
may be re-coursed or returned to unit, at the eissr of the CSTC
CO. See CATO 51-01 for detailed course information

3. Cadets are selected for Advanced Specialty courgea
board composed of officials from the Air Cadet Leagf Canada
(Ontario Provincial Committee) and officers appethtby the
Regional Cadet Support Unit (Central). Selectidos these
courses follow strict criteria that consider lengthcadet service,
rank, training level, previous summer training, cah marks,
general knowledge, dress, deportment, motivatioterest and
aptitude. In order to evaluate these attributedetsamust submit a
one-page written narrative, a copy of their schoahscript, and
copies of their cadet training record and previ@&TC course
report(s). Further, some courses require attendimgnterview
board, and successfully passing a qualifying exatian. The
League publishes detailed instructions that aréabla on-line or
from Squadron staff. Advanced specialty coursdiegtpns are
submitted through the Squadron, but must arrivéhatLeague’s
Ontario Provincial Committee office, postmarkeddrefl5 Jan 10.

4. The Regional Cadet Music Training Officer sedezddets
for music training; all other selections for Famuilzation and
Introductory Specialty Courses are made at the AGzalet
Detachments. Selections are based on area afiosatprevious
training performance, and the Squadron CO’s recamaiaton.

5. A training bonus of $10 per day is paid to evergetafor
each day of training they complete (to a weekly imaxn of $60,
and a course maximum of $360). Depending on theseoand
CSTC, this may be paid upon completion of the aguos portions
of the bonus may be paid during the course.
